TO ENSURE COMPETITIVENESS THROUGHOUT THE MEN'S

IT IS ANTICIPATED THAT SUFFICIENT TEAMS WILL NOMINATE
ACROSS ALL MEN'S TIERS AND WILL PLAY IN THEIR RESPECTIVE
TIERS FOR THE DURATION OF THE COMPETITION. HOWEVER, IF
INSUFFICIENT TEAMS NOMINATE ACROSS ALL TIERS, THE
TOURNAMENT DIRECTOR WILL HAVE THE OPTION TO MERGE TIERS
IN THE PRELIMINARY ROUNDS. AND THEREAFTER, BASED ON
STANDINGS, TEAMS WILL BE SPLIT BACKINTO THEIR RESPECTIVE

TIERS FOR THEIR FINALS SERIES.
